Genesis 1:29-30 tells us that God

created plants and seeds, fruit and

berries and lots more for us to eat.

Not all berries and nuts  are made for people and so you

should always checkbefore you touch or eat them.

HEARING

Bats like to chatter and they also talk to help them find things.  They use
echolocation, which is shouting out and listening for the sound bouncing
back- from trees and insects.  This helps them find food and their way
around.  The bats shout at such a high pitch that we can’t hear them.

Can you hear

chattering?Throughout Genesis 1 we aretold God “speaks” and things
happen - light, land, sea,

stars.  I wonder if you can
hear God in this space? 



PAUSING

British bats hibernate in the winter, they find
somewhere cool to rest.  Their heartbeat

slows, their breathing lessens and they rest
with little energy.   

There are over 1000 types of bat in the

world and 18 species in Britain.  They

are protected by Law but lots of their

natural spaces are being removed. 

 There are fewer bats than there used

to be, we should take care of them.

Genesis 2:2-3 tell us how God

rested on the seventh day.

God created a rhythm for days

and seasons, life and resting. I wonder what is resting in this space?
